The center offers many compelling programs 
such as free after-school care and tutoring for students K-12, 
an Adopt-a-Senior program to provide companionship for 
the elderly and emergency financial assistance and financial 
coaching to anyone who may be struggling.  The center also 
offers a clothes closet of free new and gently-used clothing 
for all ages.
